Gospel reflection ~ “From Blindness to
Sight” (John 9:1-41)

In today’s Gospel, Jesus encounters a man blind from birth
and shatters His disciples’ assumption that suffering is
always the consequence of sin, declaring instead that this
moment exists so that the works of God might be revealed.
With mud made from dust and saliva, Jesus performs a new
act of creation echoing the Genesis account and sends the
man to wash in the pool of Siloam, whose name means
“Sent.” The man obeys without question, never having seen
Jesus, and returns able to see; his healing becomes a
testimony born entirely from trust rather than sight. The
religious authorities, unsettled by a miracle that defies their
categories, interrogate the man repeatedly, demanding he
fit his experience into their understanding of law and
propriety. Yet with disarming simplicity, the formerly blind
man stands firm: “One thing | do know, | was blind and now |
see.” While those with perfect physical vision grow
increasingly hardened and unable to recognize God at work
before them, this once-marginalized outsider progresses
steadily toward fuller faith, ultimately worshipping Jesus as
Lord. The story invites us to ask an honest question of
ourselves: where in our lives might certainty, pride, or
convention be acting as a kind of blindness, preventing us
from seeing what God is doing? This Lent, may we have the
courage of the man born blind willing to wash, willing to
testify, and willing to worship even when we cannot yet see
the whole picture. ~ Blessings, Fr. Mark Payne
